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The elites, the people and the woman in the ancient Greek city

The course will deal with the ancient Greek city in the classical and Hellenistic periods (5%-
4™ and 3-1%¢ centuries BC, respectively). We will examine how the changes that the Greek
city underwent over this period impacted the balance and nature of the relationship between
the elites and the people on the one hand, and the status of women on the other (including the
role of queens in Hellenistic times). The documents we will learn to read in a critical way
include literary sources, documentary texts, and artefacts.
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
